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Purpose

This document is intended as an accessible reference document to inform the selection of priority BAP habitats and species for action within LBAP areas within Wales, in order to assist with co-ordinated and prioritised conservation action. 

How to Use this document

The document is divided into two tables, for habitats and species respectively. Each table lists BAP priority freshwater habitats and species and the LBAP areas in which they are known to occur. BAP areas listed in bold text are those which are considered especially important for the habitat or species within Wales. For species, areas listed have been identified using records since 1970 from the National Biodiversity Network (NBN) with additional contributions from the Species Expert Group. 
Habitats and species considered likely to be found elsewhere are those for which either our survey data is known to be deficient, or for species that have good dispersal capability and could conceivably occur almost anywhere in Wales. For these a useful action at an LBAP level might be to collate records, identify potential habitat in conjunction with experts and carry out a suitable survey.

The ‘freshwater action required’ column has been added to inform the need for specific conservation action as it relates to freshwaters, and has been collated in collaboration with the Species Expert Group. A ‘No’ in this column does not necessarily mean that no conservation action is needed for the species as a whole, only that no conservation actions are required in the freshwater environment for this species.
Details of proposed Wales and LBAP level targets and actions are currently being worked up by the Freshwater Group and the Species Expert Group and will be circulated as they become available.
